Deadlines:

· Proposals must be submitted by July 31, 2007. The program committee of SILC Congress will carefully review all proposals. Please complete the attached presentation outline and forward to the address below. You may transmit a completed facsimile of the Call for Presentations form by e-mail. If you have questions, contact the Conference Coordinator Kristy Langbehn at kristy@accessibleevents.com. 
· Preliminary program selection will be completed by August 6, 2007. Conference headquarters will e-mail confirmations to selected presenters. The conference will also notify individuals whose presentations were not selected. Proposals will not be returned.
· Presenters receiving preliminary confirmation must submit the text of handouts and overheads in a Microsoft Word file to conference headquarters by September 1, 2007. Failure to comply with this deadline will result in a withdrawal of acceptance to present. Presenters will receive their final confirmation upon receipt of hand out materials. 
· Assistance for Presenters: Prospective presenters will be contacted to verify equipment needs, date, time of availability, and other details. Presenters intending to use PowerPoint should provide their own projection equipment and laptops.
