Description: Patient safety one of the most important topics in healthcare due to the large number of patients who are harmed by medical care.  However, only in the last few years have medical schools begun to add patient safety content to UME and GME curricula.  Faculty with experience studying and teaching patient safety will briefly present the current approaches toward teaching patient safety at UT Houston and BCM, and then facilitate a discussion focused on helping attendees develop curricula for their learners.
